Aims: 
 
· To provide a happy, welcoming place and to create a safe and friendly   environment at the start of the school day where all children are valued. 
· To support working parents by providing an affordable childcare facility 
· Be consistent and reliable to enable parents to have confidence and peace of mind whilst their child is at Early Birds Club. 

Staff:

All staff are DBS checked and have had appropriate training. The ratio of staff to children is in line with government recommendations.

Ground Rules:

1. The Early Birds club will be run by Emma Thompson


2. Staff will be responsible for the care and management of children, treating them with respect at all times.


3. All children are expected to behave well, show respect, be polite, look after equipment and resources, be co-operative and courteous to staff and to each other.

4. Children who do not behave well or do not show respect for staff or each other will not be allowed to attend Early Birds  – either permanently or temporarily depending on circumstances.

5. The Club will operate for children attending Coryton Primary School only.

6. Membership of the club is available to children when they start in reception.

7. The charge covers the cost of care. 

8. Parents will be given one month’s notice of any increase in fees. All fees must be paid in advance for the half term. The club reserves the right to exclude a child if fees are not paid.

9. A month’s notice must be given to withdraw your child from breakfast club. 

10. No refunds are given for illness and holidays unless a months notice is given for a holiday.
